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Once you start collecting Hostas, you won't be able to get enough, and this
one is on the top of my list. The creamy variegation helps lighten the shady
corners of my garden, and the strongly fragrant, white flowers also add to this
plant's appeal. This Hosta has yellow-cream centers that turn creamy-white as
the foliage matures with blue-green margins.  The backbone of many shade
gardens, Hostas are ideally grown grouped under trees, rambling through
shrubby borders, as an edging plant, groundcover, or specimen plant.
Combine with Astilbes and Ferns for a textured garden display. Ideally grown
in partial shade to shade in rich, moist to well-drained soil. This plant is hardy
in zones 3-8.
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
