The flower spikes make a great cut flower and are used in fresh or dried flower
arrangements. Karl Foerster blooms 2 to 3 weeks earlier than the common Feather Reed
Grass. Plant in average, well-drained soil in full sun. Will tolerate heavy soils and wet

areas. Hardy in Zones 4-8.
